THEN, add that person to your daily prayer
and ask God to watch over him or her.

We will collect the SHOEBOXES in September. Some will be given to St. John's

Hospice in Phila., some will be given to the Sisters of Charity in Norristown, and some

will be given to the Lord's Cupboard in Sellersville.
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We ask that boys fill boxes for men or boys, and

girls fill boxes for women or girls.

This way our distribution will be even.
